WIC’s Annual Meeting will be January 18, 2010, 6:00 p.m., at the Wimberley Community Center.  Each year in January the membership elects new members to the Board of Directors.  This year we have four retiring board members.  We also need to collect all unpaid dues from the membership.  So it’s an important meeting and we hope all members will plan to attend.  


The remainder of the program will be devoted to the Zach House project.  We'll talk about the house's history and about WIC's efforts to secure it for restoration and preservation.  This remarkable house, originally built in c. 1877 by Zach Wimberley for his wife, Mary Elizabeth, was not only lived in by that couple, but also by Zach and his second wife and Zach's sister Lidie and her husband, N.E. Hughes.  We're hoping to get a Hughes descendant who visited her grandparents in the house in the 1950s to come tell us about the house in those days.  She knew the house when the rear part was intact and the whole house was livable. 


We hope that things will soon be moving.  We are waiting to draw up a purchase contract with the owners, the Cope family.  Once we own the property we don’t have to move the house.  We can just leave it where it is, and proceed with restoration.  The hold-up is a sewer line which is to run through the Cope property.  They want to see the sewer in place before they proceed with our project.


Tom Haley, Wimberley’s Mayor, and most of the City Council have been to see the house and expressed their enthusiasm for the project.  An experienced builder, who may turn out to be our restoration contractor, looked at the house and pronounced it "beautiful!”  Well, folks, it really is beautiful, not only because it is architecturally pleasing, even in its present run-down state, but because it contains so much sweet history.


We'll enjoy talking about it, and hope that all of you will be there to hear.   This will be a good time for all members to meet and visit with the new board members.  We’ll be saying goodbye to our retiring board members who have done a wonderful job for the past two years.

The restoration of four sections of the mural “Ranching in Texas” by Buck Winn, father of our president, Tinka Eoff, in the 1950s.  Al Sander, a major supporter of the project, introduced Pete Anderson, who was chiefly responsible for bringing the project to completion and was the main speaker.  He told how the mural, which had been created for the Pearl Brewery in San Antonio, had been acquired and how the restoration of the four panels owned by WIC had been paid for.  The story of the discovery and rescue of the mural, long since taken down and put in storage at the brewery, was told by special guest Dr. Dorey Schmidt, who, having learned that the mural once existed, hunted it out.


The unveiling of the final restored section of the mural brought huge applause for Pete, for Dorey, and for all who had a part in the project.


Tinka had invited two special guests – her cousin, Richard Butler, from Arkansas, and Dr. John Stanley, pastor of Chapel in the Hills Church.  Each of these men provided entertaining commentary.  Mr. Butler gave us some idea of the value placed on Buck Winn’s work, telling that a special wing was added to a building in Arkansas to house some Winn murals.  Dr. Stanley offered an eloquent tribute to our village, “Wimberley, A Sense of Place,” and to WIC as a group whose focus is on the history, people, and events that define this unique place.


Of course, there was the delicious food provided by Linda Allen and the fellowship that we all enjoy at these meetings.  All in all, it was a landmark meeting.  We look forward to more such times in the future.
